1. Verifies Provider order, consent for procedure,
performs a procedural “Time Out” and gathers
equipment.

2. States the indication and contraindications for
placement of intracranial (fiberoptic) pressure catheter.

3. Verifies Camino monitor is ready for insertion by
identifying the following:

a. Start/Stop button

b. Scale

c. Cal Step ( if calibrating to the bedside monitor)

4. Assists the Provider in set-up, antimicrobial scrub
(using Betadine only to prevent meningial irritation) and
placement of the Camino device per hospital procedure.

5. Demonstrates how to zero the Camino monitor:

a. Identifies the zero key.

b. States catheter is zeroed before placement.

6. Documents Post Procedure :
a. Who performed the procedure
b. Date and time
c. Patient’s response and pain level
d. Neurological exam pre and post
e. ICP from the monitor
f. Set alarm for high ICP
g. Site of catheter placement
h. Calculated CPP ( CPP = MAP-ICP)

7. Verbalizes normal CPP > 60

8. States the battery life is only one hour if the Camino is
used while transporting a patient.

9. States the rational for the error message ---- on the
Camino monitor:

a. Tension on the intracranial pressure catheter.

b. Accidental removal of the catheter from the bolt.
